We would encourage established scientists and group leaders to attend to provide a supportive environment for those presenting, and to see the cutting edge NMR related research in the UK.
Costs and Bursaries

Attendance at the meeting is free to all early career workers who submit an abstract of the work they would like to present at the meeting before the closing deadline of the 22nd May 2010. Early career researchers are defined as current postgraduates, postdoctoral workers in their first post or early career industrialists (within first 2 years). 

A total of 8 speakers will be selected to present their work from amongst all of those submitting abstracts. Standard class travel costs for those selected to speak at the meeting will be reimbursed (up to £50, receipts will be required).

Those wishing to attend the meeting but who are either established researchers, do not wish to submit an abstract for presentation or are early career researchers who submit an abstract which is received after the 22nd May 2010 are requested to pay a nominal registration fee to cover costs (£20.00 for established researchers, £10.00 for early career researchers). 
A buffet lunch and teas/coffees will be provided for all registered delegates.

The meeting will take place on the 24th June 2010 at The School of Chemistry, The University of Leeds, Leeds, LS2 9JT.
